2012 Senior Parent Meeting Minutes
June 1, 2011
Frisco High School Lecture Hall

Meeting called to order at 6:05pm by Monique Hoppess.  

Informal meeting format whereby outgoing 2011 Senior Parent Officers gave reports and offered suggestions to 2012 Senior Parent Officers and event chairs for next year’s events.

T-shirts:  Deanna suggested that we must have the design ready early because it must be approved by Ms. Palacios.  Use facebook to promote and approve designs.  Pre-sell t-shirts at schedule pick up.  Best to label t-shirts with student name and have them pick up shirts at lunch so students don’t get a size different than what was ordered.  Offer 2nd order opportunity.  Be sure to mark “all sales final” “no exchanges” on the order form.

No advertising at school events are allowed, so this will make sponsorship fundraising difficult.  You can use advertising on facebook, sr. t-shirts, powder-puff t-shirts, etc.  

Utilize the website – put web address on student/parent correspondence, order form, link to facebook page.  Use website to handle all business such as t-shirt ordering, one check fundraiser, ticket sales to events, etc.  Better to use PayPal rather than keeping up with ticket sales and orders in cash and checks.  Look into creating a new webpage.  The website 2011 used was difficult to use.

Baccalaureate:  Debbie Culpepper has lots of advice and will meet with Joni Kotch and Cherri Dodson privately to turn over notebooks, supplies, etc.  Three chairs will be needed for this event: Program Chair, Rose Cutting Chair and Reception Chair.  The Reception chair will be a Junior parent because the reception is a traditional gift from the Junior class to the Senior class.  

Secretary:  Debbie Culpepper indicated that this was a big job not just involving keeping minutes, but handling all “paper” such as post cards, tickets, labels, thank you notes, posters to publicize events, etc.  She suggested that there may be a need for a designated creative “paper person”.

Student contact information will not be given to parent reps.  Anything to go out will need to be stuffed in envelopes and delivered to the office.  The office will affix labels and stamps and mail it.  It was suggested that we utilize schedule pick up day to pull out the seniors and give them pertinent information such as our facebook and website, t-shirt order form, one check information, etc.  We should have each student fill out an index card with their Name, Address, email, cell phone, parent contact information.  This will help with communication and keeping the students and parents informed.

Bonfire:  Jael DeYoung suggested we hold the bonfire in December just prior to winter break.  They had a Fire and Ice theme and decorated with white twinkle lights and foil snowflakes.  Hold on a Friday night for better turnout.  2011 had smores, karaoke, and hayride.  It was a well attended event.  All notes from event will be turned over to Elisia Woulfe.

Pictures:  Toni Nolan and Joan Rubin have discussed a format to include the baby & senior picture as well as incorporating photos of senior events.  There was concern by 2011 parents that the slide show would be too long and it should be limited to 30 minutes.  To see photos, they must be on-screen for 3-5 seconds and outgoing class thought we should just have event photos on the slideshow because it is too time consuming to try to get pictures from every student.

Sunset Picnic:  Held just before Senior Day.  There is a bad weather make up day on the Friday just before Memorial day and this would be a good day for Senior Day if school is in session – if not, it could be held the day before.  The Sunset Picnic would then be held on either Wednesday or Thursday depending on what day Senior Day would be scheduled.   Yearbooks are distributed, so we can have yearbook signing opportunity.  It is generally hot that late in May, so start the picnic around 6pm and take group picture at 8pm.  Pictures from all events will be posted on facebook and on senior website.

Communication is essential.  Get the word out on facebook, website, senior corner on FHS website, and the senior bulletin board.  A lot of the students didn’t seem to get information for various reasons – some are just oblivious no matter how many times they are told, some miss teams because of college classes and do not get the information.  We need to get as many PARENTS on facebook as we can so they will be informed and do not have to rely on students to provide details.
