1) Registration of visitors, riders and agreement purpose:  In consideration of the payment of a fee and the signing of this agreement, I, the following listed individual, and the parent or legal guardian thereto if a minor, do hereby agree to hire this Facility/Stable, its equipment, personnel and Ceremonial Fire services for the purpose of partaking in a Ceremonial Fire activity on the designated date set today or on a future date.

2)  Agreement Scope and Territory Definitions:  This agreement shall be legally binding upon me the registered visitor, and the parents or legal guardians thereof if a minor, my heirs, estate, assigns, including all minor children, and personal representatives; and it shall be interpreted according to the laws of the state and county of this Facilities/Stables physical location.  Any dispute by the visitor shall be arbitrated in and venue shall be the county in which this Facility/Stable is physically located.  If any clause, phrase, or word is in conflict with state law, then that single part is null and void.  The term “HORSE and or LIVESTOCK” herein shall refer to riding or otherwise handling of horses, ponies, mules, goats, sheep, chickens, pigs, steers, rabbits, dogs, cats or donkeys, whether from the ground position or mounted.  The term ‘VISITOR/RIDER” shall herein refer to a person who mounts a horse or finds themselves in the vicinity of a horse, handles or comes near horses, ponies, mules, goats, chickens, pigs, steers rabbits or donkeys, whether from the ground position or mounted.  The terms “I”, “WE”, “ME”, and “MY” shall herein refer to the above registered visitor, rider and the parents or legal guardians thereof if a minor.   

______3)  Activity Risk Classification:  I UNDERSTAND THAT:  Ceremonial Fire settings are classified as POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS ACTIVITIES and that there are numerous obvious and non-obvious inherent risks always present in such activities despite all safety precautions taken.  Related injuries can be severe requiring hospital days and resulting in lasting residual effects.  I/WE further understand that the applicant may be participating in a ‘POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS ACTIVITY ’ and that the meaning of this term is defined as follows: THE PURSUIT OF A TYPE OF ACTIVITY IN A RUGGED AND/OR PARTIALLY UNCULTIVATED AREA OR REGION, SUCH AS THAT OF A FOREST, OPEN PLAINS, PASTURES, FARM LAND WITH WORKING EQUIPMENT AND OR WETLANDS, WHICH WOULD LIKELY BE INHABITED BY ANIMALS OF MANY TYPES AND SPECIES TO INCLUDE, BUT NOT LIMITED TO MAMMALS, REPTILES, BIRDS OF PREY AND INSECTS, WHICH MAY NOT ALL BE TAME, FOR EXAMPLE, COYOTES LIVING IN THE REGION (AND OFTEN WITHIN YOUR OWN CITY LIMITS) WHICH MAY BE PREDATORIAL AND UNPREDICTABLE IN NATURE AND ALSO WANDERING AT THEIR WILL.

______4)  Understanding the Nature of a Stable Horse Facility:  I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS STABLE chooses its rental horses for their calm dispositions and sound basic training as is required for the use as riding horses for novice and beginning riders and THIS STABLE follows a responsible safety program.  Yet, no horse is a completely safe horse.  Horses are 5 to 10 times larger, 20 to 40 times more powerful and 3 to 4 times faster than a human.  If a horse is frightened or provoked it may divert from its training and act according to its natural instincts which may include but are not limited to stopping quickly, changing direction quickly,  shifting their speed at will, shifting its weight, bucking, rearing, kicking, biting, or running from danger.  In the case of a visitor acting as a rider and the rider falls from a horse to the ground, it will generally be at a distance of from 3.5 – 5.5 feet, and the impact may result in injury to the rider.  Horseback riding is the only sport where one much smaller, weaker predator animal (human) tries to impose its will on another much larger, stronger prey animal with a mind of its own (horse) and many ways each has a limited understanding of the other.  

______5)  Conditions of Nature:  I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS FACILITY/STABLE is not responsible for total or partial or minute acts, occurrences, or elements of nature that can scare a horse, cause it to fall, or react in some other unsafe way:  SOME EXAMPLES ARE: thunder, lightning, rain, wind, water, wild and domestic animals, insects, reptiles, which may walk, run, or fly near by, or bite a horse or person; irregular footing on out-of-door groomed or wild land which is subject to constant change in condition according to weather, temperature and natural and man-made changes in landscape such as road construction.

______ 6)  Awareness of Extraneous Objects and Sharp Noises, whether coming from the person or from the vicinity:  I UNDERSTAND THAT visitors and riders MAY NOT carry loose items closely on their person which may fall, blow away, flap in the wind, bounce, or make sharp noises, possibly scaring a horse or other animals.  SOME EXAMPLES ARE:  cameras flashing, hats blowing off, sounds from children’s toys, fire crackers, popping balloons, loud cell phones, highway construction, loud traffic, honking horns and the movement of large purses.  Visitors must not make sharp, loud noises, such as screaming or yelling which may scare a horse or other animals.  Visitors must not run towards the animals, specifically children, or the animal may respond as if it is being attacked.  Children must show their excitement in a contained and controlled manner.

_____ 7) Accident/Medical Insurance:  I UNDERSTAND THAT: should emergency medical treatment be required, I and/or my own accident/medical insurance company shall pay for ALL such incurred expenses. 

_____ 8) Liability Release:  In consideration of THIS FACILITY/STABLE allowing my participation in this activity, under the terms set forth herein I, the visitor and or rider, and the parent or legal guardian thereof if a minor, do agree to hold harmless and release THIS FACILITY/STABLE, its owners, agents, employees, officers, members, premises owners, insurers and affiliated organizations from legal liability due to THIS FACILITY/STABLE ordinary negligence and I do further agree that except in the event of THIS FACILITY/STABLE’s gross and willful negligence,  I shall bring no claims, demands, actions, and causes of action, and/or litigation against THIS FACILITY/STABLE and ITS ASSOCIATES as stated above in this clause, for any economic and non-economic losses due to bodily injury, death, property damage, sustained by me and/or my minor child or legal ward in relation to the premises and operations of THIS FACILITY/STABLE to include while in attendance at the bonfire, riding activity, party events, in the case of entering work areas with potentially sharp tools and powerful equipment, handling of any and all animals residing on the premise, or otherwise being near horses and or livestock owned by or in the care, custody and control of THIS FACILITY/STABLE.
